AF1(A) and AF1(B) are new “contingency” forms for use where the Crown Court online billing system (CCD) is unavailable.

AF1(A) should only be used in these circumstances for representation orders dated on or after 1st April and AF1(B) for representation orders dated before 1st April 2018.

AF1 can only be used for representation orders dated before 1st April 2018 whilst AF2 should also only be used as a contingency form where the CCD is unavailable.  AF1 has received a macro amendment.
Subscribers to this range should therefore use the latest versions of these new and amended forms for the situations described above.
