On 1st October, a new Practice Direction will come into force which introduces a pilot scheme for “legal bloggers” to report on proceedings in the Family Court.

This pilot scheme will run from 1st October until 30th June 2019.

FP301 is a notice of attendance at family proceedings by a lawyer who is authorised to do so.

Family law practitioners should only use FP300 and FP301 for the appropriate situations outlined above on and after 1st October.
