They also prescribe a new form, FLR (FT_WISS) which is a form for Limited Leave to remain in the UK as a participant in the Fresh Talent: Working in Scotland Scheme.  These Rules revoke and replace the forms prescribed by the Immigration (Leave to Remain) Prescribed Forms and Procedures) Regulations 2005 which were supplied to you on EFIS No. 32 in June.
The Immigration (Leave to Remain) Prescribed Forms and Procedures)(No. 2) Regulations 2005 came into force on 15th September.

In addition, the Immigration and Nationality Directorate at the Home Office has also amended the non-prescribed forms ELR, NTL and TOC..
